Pope urges Catholics to pray in May foe end to COVID-19 pandemic: Pope Francis invites
Catholics and Marian Shrines around the world to dedicate the month of May to a marathon of prayer for an
end to COVID-19. The initiative will involve all the Shrines of the world in a special way, so that they might
encourage the faithful, families and communities to recite the Rosary to pray for an end to the pandemic.
Pope Francis will open the Marian month of prayer on May 1%t with a Rosary across the Vatican media’s
platform. The Pope will close the initiative on 315t May.

This year’s dedication of May to pandemic related prayer recalls a similar occurrence during the first wave in
March 2020. Pope Francis led the world in prayer during that confusing and difficult time, celebrating a live
streamed daily Mass in Casa Santa Marta. And more than a year later, and with the world still in grips of the
pandemic, the Pope and the Church around the world are once again leading the way in imploring God for an
end to the suffering which so many people are forced to bear.

Fifth Sunday of Easter (The Vine and the branches): Lord, you said, ‘I am the vine, you are the
branches. Separated from me you can do nothing, but United with me you will bear much fruit.’

Thank you Lord, for the bond you formed with us and thank you for the bond that exists among us because of
our union with you. Thanks to this bond, we have invisible riches to share with one another. Grant that we
may never be separated from you, so that we may produce in the world the fruits of faith, hope and love.
