Seeing your life through the Lens of the Gospel:  In this chapter Jesus teaches that the 

meaning of his life, and the meaning of all human life, lies in being prepared to give of oneself. We 

can identify with Pope Francis who says, ‘Those who enjoy life most are those who leave security 

on the shore and become excited by the mission of communicating life to others’.
