The Season of Advent:

Advent focuses our attention on the coming of Christ. We live between two comings of Christ. His first
coming in humility and weakness at Bethlehem, and his second coming in majesty and power at the end of
time. St. Paul says that with each passing year, our salvation is nearer than when we first believed. Let us
reflect for a moment on how much we need the Lord’s salvation in our lives and in the world.
